DIRECTIONS:

First, preheat the oven to 350°F. In a mixer
bowl, combine melted butter and cocoa
powder, beating until smooth; then add eggs
and vanilla and beat again. Stir in sugar,
followed by flour just until incorporated.
Remove the bowl from the mixer, fold in the
whiskey and crumbled bacon, then pour the
batter into a well-sprayed 9x13 pan and
bake for 20 minutes.

While the brownies bake, whisk evaporated
milk, brown sugar, egg yolks, and vanilla in a
saucepan over medium heat, simmering for
10 minutes until thickened. Off the heat, stir
in whiskey, bacon, and walnuts, then set aside
to cool. Once the brownies have fully cooled,
spread the topping evenly over them

and cut into squares to serve.

In the warm light of Kensington's common room,Mrs. Barbara Zarnick greets visitors with a heart of gold, a mind rich
with memories and a soul brimming with kindness. Born on September 12, 1941, to Walter and Helen Warner, Barbara
grew up in a bustling household on Cleveland’s east side. The youngest of three sisters—Marlene, Susan and Barbara—
the Warner home was kept spotless by her mother’s care, while her father tended to his thriving garden center on 137st
and Miles Avenue. Barbara still recalls ice cream runs with her father just across the street from the shop, moments that
remain etched in her memory.

After graduating from John Adams High School, she joined her father at the garden center each afternoon, then launched
a career as a bank teller in nearby Parma. It was there she met the man who would become her husband, Edward Warner,
a Ford employee and long-time bank client. Despite a small wedding— "I wore a yellow dress,” she smiles, pointing to
the photograph on her nightstand—the couple packed a lifetime of adventure into their marriage. They toured France
and beyond, Edward behind the wheel, and spent weekends countryside at polka dance clubs, where Barbara delighted
in watching and joining in the dancing.

Their home was shared with a devoted German Shepherd and
five cherished cats. Edward encouraged Barbara's passion for
sewing, surprising her with a large tabletop sewing machine.
Their happiness was profound but tragically brief:Edward passed
away from sepsis, leaving Barbara to treasure their memories
alone.

Since moving to Kensington, Barbara has showered praise on
the staff who care for her. “It feels so clean, and they look after
me so well” she says, her eyes lighting up. Music also brings
her joy: the visiting guitarist prompts a bashful blush and a gig-
gle, while afternoons spent chatting at the nurse’s station to the
strains of Frank Sinatra recall bygone days of elegance and song.
On quieter evenings, Barbara retreats to her recliner, wrapped
in a warm blanket, to watch the news, Dateline and her favorite
talk shows. Her lifelong wisdom? “Just do the best you can and
have fun with your children,” she offers—a mantra she embod-
ied throughout her life.

Visitors leave her room enriched by her gratitude and kindness,
carrying away a hug of thanks and the unmistakable warmth of
Barbara Zarnick's gentle spirit.
